®WARNING — To reduce the risk of injury, user must read instruction manual

1. GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS
Read all instructions failure to follow all instructions listed below may result in electric shock, fire
and/or injury.

The voltage of the power source must agree with the value given on the nameplate of the
machine.

Before using the tool, check the tool and it’s power connections if there is any damagement.
Don’t connect the plug to power source when switch is on.

Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.
Extreme temperature differences cause water droplets on power conducting parts.

Before switch on the tool, wait tool to get same temperature with working room
temperature.

Use the power tool, accessoires and tool bits etc. in accordance with these instructions and
in the manner instended fort he particular type of power tool, taking into account the work
conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the power tool for operations different
from intended could result in a hazardous situation.

Use safety equipment. Always wear eye protection. Safety equipment such as dust mask,
non-skid safety shoes, hard hat or hearing protection used for appropriate.

Do not expose power Tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

When power tool is given to other people, this instruction manual must be also given with
power tool.

Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using only identical replacement
parts. This will ensure that the safety of the power tool is maintained.

WARNING: Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating
a power tool. Do not use a power tool while you are tired or under the influence of drugs,



alcohol or medication. A moment of inattention while operating power Tools may result
in serious personal injury.

e Keep the Tools out of reach of children.

e Store idle power Tools out of the reach of the children and do not allow persons unfamiliar
with the power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool.

e Disconnect the plug from the power source before making and adjustments, changing
accessoires or storing power tools. Such preventative safety measures reduce the risk of
starting the power tools accidentally.

e Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool.

e Don’t switch off the tool when it is on load.

e Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered and dark areas invite accidents.

e Avoid the anormal body moving, when operating tools.

e Avoid accidental starting. Ensure the switch is in the off position before plugging in power
tools that have the switch on invites accidents.

e Remove any adjusting key or wrench before turning the power tool on. A wrench or a key
left attached to a rotating part of the power tool may result in personal injury.

e Do not use the electric chain saw which is not available for specific informations in this
instructions.

e Do not begin to cut, before the machine reaches speed exactly.

e Put machine anywhere after only switch is off and the blade is exactly stopped.

e Always pull the mains plug.

e Kickback may ocur when the nose or tip of the guide bar touches an object or when the wood
closes in and pinches the saw chain in the cut. Tip contact in some cases may cause a
lightning fast reverse reaction, kicking the guide bar up and back towards the operatér.
Pinching the chain along the top of the guide bar may push the guide bar rapidly back
towards to the operatdér. Enter of these reaction may cause you to 16se control of the saw,
Which could result in serious personal injury.

ASSEMBLING THE GUIDE BAR AND SAW CHAIN

To assemble, first unscrew the easy loosening button and remove the brake housing hood. Before
assembling the chain bar with the saw chain, check the cutting direction of the teeth. The running
direction is marked with an arrow on the hood. To determine the direction of cut, it may be
necessary to turn over the saw chain. Hold the chain bar vertically with the tip pointing upwards
and put on the saw chain, beginning at the tip of the bar. Then assemble the chain bar with the
saw as follows: Place the chain bar with the saw chain on the sword guide.

Place the saw chain round the chain Wheel and make sure it correctly mounted.

Place the hood on top and tighten gently with the nut.



FILLING IN CHAIN OIL

To prevent dirt getting inside the tank, clean the oil tank cap before opening. Check the contents
of the oil tank during sawing work by checking the oil gauge. Close the oil tank cap tightly and wipe
away any spills.

CHAIN LUBRICATION

To prevent excessive wear, the saw chain and chain bar must be evenly lubricated during the
operation. Lubrication is automatic. Never work without chain lubrication. If the chain runs dry,
the entire cutting apparatus will quickly becaome severely damaged. It is therefore important to
check both chain lubrication and the oil gauge before every use. Never use the saw when the oil
level is below the “minimum” mark.

STARTING THE OPERATION

Use the saw only with apporoved extension cables which have the prescribed insulation and
connections designed for outdoor use (approved rubber-sheated cables) and which fit the
machine plug. To switch on, hold the front grip with your left hand,, the rear grip with your right
hand.

To switch on: Simultaneously press the safety lock-off and ON/OFF switch. Check to ensure the
chain brake is working properly. After switch on, the chainsaw will run immediatly at high speed.
To switch off: Release the ON/OFF switch. Only put down the chain saw after the chain has
stopped rotating.

MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

Before any work on the machine itself, pull the mains plug.

Check the carbon brushes regularly. Carbon brushes must be changed in pairs.
For safe and proper working, always keep your machine and the cooling vents on the motor
housing clean and unobstructed.

If the machine should happen to fail despite the care taken in manufacture and testing, repair
should be carried out by an authorized customer services agent for “RODEX” Power Tools.
